DID YOU KNOW...?
New series: The Four Faces of Jesus

The Gospel of Mark-(Part 2)
Adopted from an article written by Virginia Smith, March 1990.

In Mark’s Gospel, we meet the most ‘human’ Jesus. We can
readily identify with Him because He is a person whose feelings
are obvious, much like our own. Mark tells us of a leper who was
bold enough to remind Jesus that He could make him clean if He
wished. “Moved with pity, He stretched out His hand, touched
him and said to him, ‘I will do it. Be made clean” (Mark 1:41).

But if He could turn soft at the sight of human suffering, Mark’s
Jesus could also turn a flinty eye toward those who lacked His
compassion, as in the case of the Pharisees who questioned Jesus
about healing on the Sabbath: “Looking around at them with
anger and grieved at their hardness of heart, he said to the man,
‘stretch out your hand.” He stretched it out and his hand was
restored” (Mark 3:5).

As Jesus’ earthly life drew near its close and he and his closest
friends were assembled at Gethsemane; “He took with Him Peter,
James and John and began to be troubled and distressed. He
said to them: *“My soul is sorrowful even to death’ ” (Mark 14:33-
34). The range of emotions shown by Jesus in this Gospel
endears him to those of us who see the same emotions in
ourselves and in those whose lives touch ours every day.

Reflection:

I can identify with Mark’s portrayal of Jesus largely because of
the many human emotions that He displays. He offers pity and
compassion to those who are suffering, and he is deeply saddened
by those who have hardened hearts. He is also troubled and
distressed by impending suffering.

| feel these same emotions. | experience pity and compassion
when | see a homeless person. | experience sorrow and concern
when | know that someone is suffering due to an illness or tough
family situation. | also experience great sadness when people are
sinful and intentionally hurt others. Mark’s Jesus was also a great
healer and | am comforted and experience great joy knowing that
Jesus loves and cares deeply about each of us.

1. Catholics who have celebrated their 14™ birthday are to abstain
from meat on Ash Wednesday and all Fridays in Lent and Good
Friday.
2. In addition to abstaining from meat, Catholics who have
celebrated their 18" birthday, until they celebrate their 59"
birthday, are to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Those
who are bound to this regulation may only eat one full meal. Two
smaller meals are permitted if necessary to maintain strength
according to one’s needs, but eating solid foods between meals is
not permitted.
3. These minimal penitential practices should not be lightly
excused.
